This is accomplished by inspecting all commercial weighing and measuring devices, by inspecting packaged commodities to ensure that they are in compliance with the labeled net content statement, and determining the accuracy of price scanning systems.  To ensure that not only are all commercial weighing and measuring devices are operating correctly and accurately, but also safely.

	 History of Section                                
	With a steady increase of locations with weighing and measuring devices (such as scales and gas dispensers), the program had gotten to the point of taking two years to inspect each device.  With the addition of three field inspections positions and three multi-product dispenser testing units in the last three years, we have been able to redistribute assigned territories and are almost back to annual inspections in most areas of the state.
